	Government and Public Affairs 
	True North update – Given by Bernard & Ellen

· SB 535 was presented on the House floor by Chairwoman Cooper and voted out, with 31 no votes, most being Democrats and one Republican, cited disability and housing concerns.
· The bill now awaits the governor's signature. Upon signature, it will become law and move to implementation, with the hope that the ad hoc committee will be involved to present CSP interests. 
· HB 1097 (background checks) expected to pass; other tracked legislation has stagnated as the legislative session winds down with six days remaining.
· The ad hoc committee is meeting to draft universal bylaws to represent CSBs before the agency proposes its own.
· Members encouraged to keep detailed notes on implementation issues throughout the year to inform future legislative or procedural adjustments.
· 

	· Three CSBs (Viewpoint, Avita, Advantage) collaborated on recommendations for DATAP/licensing regulations, with group review and consensus on several proposed changes.
· Key recommendations include:
· Removing new branch licensing language in favor of parent program holding DATAP license.
· Supporting inclusion of non-clinical peer support services in staffing standards.
· Excluding outpatient staff from annual TB screenings; relying on risk-based assessments.
· Clarifying confusing language regarding outpatient programs and DTAP applicability, and urging for clearer exemption of core providers.
